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CITIZEN COMMENTS

Steve Proctor - Beer Tent at Freedom Festival

Steve said at a previous Town Council Meeting he brought up the possibility of having a Beer Tent at
the Park during the Freedom Festival as a way to raise money. Steve said, if approved, the Beer
Tent would be run by Jamie Rosen, Manager of the Waynetown Bar & Grill and 50% of the proceeds
would go to the Freedom Festival. Steve said the Beer Tent would be on the basketball court, it
would be fenced off, id checked, and no alcohol would leave the fenced area. Discussion ensued.

Bob said for the first time the Finish Line Festival in downtown Crawfordsville had a Beer Garden and
there was a line the whole time. Bob said it was on the street in front of the old Elston Bank and it
was a hit. Bob said people were allowed to walk around the streets with beer cans.

Bob said the Town has an Ordinance that does not allow alcohol in the Park so Steve is asking for an
exception to the Ordinance for the day of the Freedom Festival. Bob asked what time beer would be
served and Steve said when the bands start around three (3) or four (4).

Sandy said the last time the Beer Tent was discussed she was asked to check with the Town's
Insurance Company and she found out the Waynetown Bar would have to furnish the Town with a
Certificate of Liability Insurance and the Town would need to be listed as Additionally Insured. Sandy
said when you add someone as Additionally Insured it normally costs extra to do that.

Barry talked to about eight (8) or nine (9) people and none of them thought it was a good idea
because in their eyes it is a family event and do you want drinking going on, even though it is
separated, it will still be there. Barry said do you want it to be a family event or a money making
event. Barry said they all agreed it would make money but it is a family event with the Little League
Ballgames and Kids Games and Fireworks.

Aaron said he talked to four (4) people with kids and got negative feedback as well. Evelyn was not
for a Beer Tent at the Freedom Festival. Linda said she does not think it is a great idea because it is
a family event.

Kyle said it does not matter which way the vote goes but people are bringing beer in coolers to the
Freedom Festival and you cannot make them get rid of it on Township property. Kyle said that is
what gave them the idea for a Beer Tent and make some money from it.

Barry said if there is beer half of the people he talked to would not attend the Fireworks but they can
watch it from their yard. Barry said personally he does not have a problem with a Beer Tent and if we
did have one we would be the first one to sell beer at a Fireworks show. Bob said they do serve beer
at the Taste of Montgomery County.

Kyle said they built the fireworks up for two (2) years and if beer is an issue that could possibly ruin it
or hinder it in any way then he does not want that to happen. Barry said that is his concern as well
and suggested we could revisit a Beer Tent in a couple of years. Barry said this will be the third year
for Fireworks and everybody only has good things to say about it.

Barry made a motion not to allow a Beer Tent at the Freedom Festival this year. Aaron seconded.
Motion passed 4-1. Bob opposed.

Bob mentioned doing a survey to see if people wanted a Beer Tent or not. Bob said next time he
thinks we need to hear from people who are for a Beer Tent at the Freedom Festival.



ADA

2015 Annual ADA Report

Carol said hopefully everyone has looked at the 2015 Annual ADA Report that is on your iPad. Carol
asked if anyone has any questions or comments. Carol said we had several things that went on last
year. Bob said he was impressed with the list of ADA accomplishments in 2015. Bob told Carol she
did a good job as there were things listed that he did not even think about.

Resolution 001-2016 - A Resolution of the Town Council of the Town of Waynetown, Indiana
Adopting the Americans With Disabilities Act (ADA) Transition Plan

Carol said Resolution 001-2016 replaces the old Resolution. It takes out that the Clerk-Treasurer is
the ADA Coordinator. Carol said the words must were replaced with will. Carol said because of our
size there are certain things we are not required to do but we are doing them because it is the right
thing to do.

Barry made a motion to pass Resolution 001-2016 - A Resolution of the Town Council of the Town of
Waynetown, Indiana Adopting the Americans With Disabilities Act (ADA) Transition Plan. Evelyn
seconded. Motion passed 5-0.

Approve ADA Compliance Notice & Policy Statement
Carol said the Compliance Notice & Policy Statement, which is posted around Town, deleted the
Clerk-Treasurer as the ADA Coordinator.

Linda made a motion approving the ADA Compliance Notice & Policy Statement. Aaron seconded.
Motion passed 5-0.

Transition Plan & To Do List

Carol said next month she would like to have an updated Transition Plan ready as this is a living
document and it is time to update it.

Carol said she hopes to have a list of things that she would like see accomplished this year along
with a list of things that are in the works.

ORDINANCE VIOLATIONS

Cecilia Coy - Update Junk Vehicle

Kyle said Cecilia Coy's junk vehicle is still on her property. Kyle said he attempted to make contact
but Cecilia was not home. Bob said we need to figure out what to do with Coy. Kyle said Cecilia was
given to November to take care of the junk car and nothing has happened. Kyle said he and Alfredo
will try to catch Cecilia at home and talk to her about the junk vehicle.

Reggie Hutchison - White Truck & Junk

Kyle said that Reggie has a white truck, on the west side of his residence, right directly across the
street from Cecilia Coy that is probably in worse shape than Cecilia's crashed car that she has in her
driveway. Kyle said you cannot tell the car is crashed because the damage is in the front and the car
is parked up against a shed.

Kyle mentioned all the junk Reggie has and said to him it is hypercritical to keep pounding on Cecilia
to get rid of one (1) vehicle and across the street is Reggie’s junk.

Kyle said for years Reggie has been given notices and has been aliowed to get out of them somehow
or do whatever he wants to do and not comply. Linda said Reggie keeps telling her he is working on
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
